MOUNTING THE FIXTURE/ CONNECTING THE WIRE

1. Remove the mounting screw (C) from the canopy (see Fig. 3). Secure the mounting back plate to the junction box
using junction box screws (B). The side of the mounting back plate marked “GND” must face out.
